Ms. Tang Li, Public Services
Librarian at the Yale East Asia Library
successfully organized a panel entitled
"Chinese Christianity Revisited: the
John Sung Papers and Chinese
Evangelistic Materials" at the
Association of Asian Studies Annual
Conference in Seattle in April
2016. Exploring the John Sung papers
acquired by the Yale Divinity Library and
Chinese evangelistic sources, this panel
approaches Sung and Chinese
evangelists from multiple perspectives,
challenges received interpretations of
Sung, and provides important new
insight for research into Christianity in
Republican and contemporary China.
Professor Ryan Dunch from University
of Alberta chaired the panel and
Professor Chloe Starr from Yale Divinity
School was the discussant. It consisted
of four presenters, including two SCSL
members, Tang and Dr. Xian Wu from
Michigan State University. Tang’s
paper, “The Journal once Lost: A
Comparative Study of Published Diary
Extracts and Original Diaries from John
Sung” compares published diary
extracts and original diaries from Sung,
and examines five entries to exemplify
alterations, deletions, and inaccuracies
in the extracts. Xian’s paper,
“Contextualizing John Sung: Protestant
Christian Revival and Chinese
Evangelists”
juxtaposes
Sung with
Protestant
Christian
revival and
other Chinese
evangelists of
his time, and
broadens the

Abstract: John Sung (1901-1944) was a prominent Chinese
Christian evangelist whose enduring influence is still recognized
through China and Southeast Asia. His reputation has long
been based primarily on his autobiography and excerpts from
his diaries that his daughter Levi Sung selected and published.
The correspondence, writings, and extensive diaries of Sung
recently acquired by the Yale Divinity Library shed new light
on his life and work. This article gives a detailed account of
provenance, content, and format of all the materials included
in the Sung papers. They are invaluable to the study and
rediscovery of Sung'’s life, thought, and ministry as well as the
history and development of indigenous Christianity and
churches in China and Southeast Asia. This article also
examines Sung’s English diaries from the period of his
hospitalization in a psychiatric facility to reveal complexities in
Sung that have been less evident in published biographies and
writings. Five additional original diary entries will be
compared to their published versions to reveal alterations,
deletions, and inaccuracies in the published extracts. The
comparative study demonstrates that the diary extracts
compiled by Levi, which are the most commonly-cited source on
Sung, are in some cases problematic.

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Xi Chen of UC San Diego Library received the “Karl Lo Research

ia in December 2016. The grant will support Xi’s efforts to re-
search the history of the Concerned Committee of Asian Schol-
ars (CCAS, £ [EH 0 # H14>) and expand the scope of
the Committee Delegations’ Digital Collections, which the Digital
Library Development Program of UC San Diego Library is cur-
rently developing.

The CCAS Delegations’ Digital Collections present several groups
of photos and objects contributed by members of CCAS delega-
tions that traveled to China in 1971 and 1972. CCAS was found-
ed in March 1969 by faculty and graduate students in opposi-
tion to the Vietnam War and later became a strong supporter of
re-establishment of US-China relations in the 1970s. The first
delegation of 15 members was invited to visit China in mid-
1971. This visit preceded President Nixon’s historic visit to China
in 1972. They were the first group of Asian specialists to visit
mainland China in 22 years after the founding of the People’s
Republic China in 1949. The second delegation with 29 mem-
bers entered China in March 1972 shortly after Nixon’s visit.
Both delegations traveled throughout the country. They en-
gaged in conversation with workers, farmers, government offi-
cials, and soldiers, hoping to grasp the most current state of
work and life in China. Delegation members took photos of laces
and people from a great variety of angles, providing a lens
through which to understand a young China and its people dur-
ing the middle of the Cultural Revolution.
