able working relations with Chinese American
librarians.

On October 28%, the team presented a
one-day program to librarians of Guizhou Prov-
ince. The other two stops in Wuhan Library and
Shanxi Provincial Library each had three-day
program.

The presentation topics were requested by Chi-
nese librarians and covered a wide-range library
work. The audience had

The 24/7 self-service circu-
lation machines in front of public libraries and
resource sharing academic library consortium
supported by cloud computing utilities attracted
our attention. Chinese colleagues are seeking
every opportunity to promote and improve li-
brary services.
